e Central part of the ski can be made of wood,
metal or foam and gives the ski its rigidity and

durability.
e Ski's base material is also described by the
molecular weight of the core.
e The core's length depends on your skiing
level.

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The Layering
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e Composite layers that surround the core give
the skis most of their torsional strength and
flexibility.

e Made of fiberglass, carbon, aluminium and
titanium.

Topsheet and waxing

e The top layer of the ski that
covers the core can be
decorated or personalized.

e Wax is applied to the ski
base to improve its glide
and performance.
